Killed: Khadar Osman Dhabar (m), late 20s, married with 3 children

Up to 100 detained demonstrators from the Gaboye minority group who had reportedly protested peacefully
at the shooting of Khadar Osman Dhabar have been released. They were held incommunicado for a short
period and then freed without charge.

The police officer who killed Khadar Osman Dhabar on 13 May is being investigated in police custody and
Amnesty International will monitor the progress of the case.
