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Amnesty International delegates available for interviews from Gaza

An Amnesty International fact-finding team arrived in Gaza City on Saturday, 17 January, hours before 
the Israeli government announced a ceasefire. The delegates are available for interviews from Gaza on 
their initial findings. 

The team travelled to Gaza by way of Egypt, entering the Gaza Strip through the Rafah crossing, and 
then travelled by road north to Gaza City. Previously, Amnesty International made repeated requests to 
the Israeli authorities to enter Gaza via the Erez crossing from Israel, but without response. The Israeli 
authorities have barred virtually all access to Gaza by international human rights workers and 
journalists since early November 2008.
