On 13 March 2000 appeal proceedings reportedly began on behalf of Kartini
bint Karim (please note correction to name). The Indonesian authorities are
said to have appointed her a lawyer and translator.

Kartini bint Karim, now known to be 36-years-old, reportedly gave birth to
a baby girl in custody in February who she is caring for in prison.

She was reportedly taken to the police by her employer, for whom she worked
as a housemaid, upon learning that she was pregnant.
